God Pleasing Diet: Tertullian’s Montanism and Christian Tradition of
Fast

The article deals with the influence of montanistic ideas contained in Tertul-
lian's work "On Fasting in Opposition to the Psychics" on the shaping of a
canon concerning a fast. Tertullian's polemics with moderated members of
Episcopal Church is also regarded. Author focuses on the gradual transfor-
mation of the Church's discipline, showing that the acception of montanistic
approaches led from relaxed fasting rules of the 2™ c. to strict canonical
prescriptions of 5™ - 6" cc.

John Scylitzes and Michael Psellus as Representatives of Different
Trends in Byzantine Historiography Tradition

The article deals with the methods of historical writing of two eleventh cen-
tury Byzantine authors — Michael Psellus and John Scylitzes. Their princi-
ples of narration, their views on the role of historian and place of their own
works in Byzantine tradition were different.

His works that contained the most
valuable material in the history of Latin America and Mediterranean coun-
tries of the first half of 16" c. were forbidden by Infant Philip’s directive of
1553 and then lost in royal archives. The author attempts to determine the
perspective ways of further research of some aspects of the biography and
legacy of Francisco Lépez de Gémara.
